1. RULES

1.1 The National Finals as well as all Elimination Events will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 The Chairman and the Area Representatives of the Event Championship Committee administer the Championship Event.
1.3  The _____ Class rules will be used except that RRS 60.1 (a) is changed to prohibit a boat from protesting another boat for an alleged breach of a class rule requiring class membership or imposing a weight limit.  (This may not be true for all the championships)  This is not an international regatta; therefore, boats are not required to display a country code on their sails under Appendix G. Appendix P, Immediate Penalty for Breaking Rule 42 is modified as follows: P2.2 is changed to second time and subsequent times; P2.3 is deleted; P3 is changed to read: “If a boat has been protested under Rule P1 and the Race Committee signals a postponement, general recall, or abandonment, the penalty or penalties are cancelled”. (Insert reference to Appendix P if applicable) All changes will appear in full in the Sailing Instructions.

2. ADVERTISING - Elimination events as well as the Nationals shall be Category A in accordance with Appendix 1, Regulation 20 - ISAF Advertising Code for all classes except Olympic Classes and any class that has elected to race under Category C in class events
3. ELIGIBILITY AND CREW (Crew if applicable)
3.1  The BOAT/CLASS, crew of Number, including helmsman will be used. (Fill in boat/class and number of crew if applicable. This will be different for single-handed classes)
3.2 All competitors must be:
3.2.1 RESTRICTION-1 (This must include any eligibility requirements per the ISAF Classification Code (ISAF Regulation 22) if used for the event)

6. REGISTRATION 

6.1 The official entry form shall be used at the Regional Sailing Association, Area and National levels of this ladder.

6.2 Competitors shall register in advance by completing the entry form and mailing to both the host club and US SAILING’s Championship Chairperson no later than ______ (DATE just prior to the Area or the National event). 

7.   HOUSING  ‑ Housing will be provided for all competitors at Nationals.

8. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS – Sailing Instructions will be posted on the US SAILING web site in draft form and will be available at registration in final form.  (The date the SIs are pasted on the web will be included in the footer for the document.)
9. PENALTIES FOR BREAKING RULES OF PART 4 – Appendix P, Immediate Penalties for Breaking Rule 42 will apply. (Appendix P can be modified by the SIs. Note that wording for change, if used, is included in 1.3. Some events may want to change RRS 44.1 if borrowed boats are used for the event.)
10. NUMBER OF RACES – Maximum of ___ races scheduled with __ constituting a series. (Or if round-robin, so state basis of round-robin such as each skipper/team will race in each boat x number of times)
11. DECISIONS OF THE PROTEST COMMITTEE


Decisions of the Protest Committee at any elimination series will not be subject to appeal per RRS 70.4 (a). The right of appeal will not be denied at the National Event.

(Other appeal criteria may appl. Denial of the right of appeal must meet the criteria set forth in 70.4 and must be stated in the NOR and SIs) 

12. SAFETY - A US Coast Guard approved personal flotation device shall be worn, properly fastened, at all times while launching and when sailing.  Failure to comply with this rule can result in disqualification as deemed appropriate by the Protest Committee. A boat retiring from a race shall notify a Race Committee vessel before leaving the course, or when that is impossible, the Regatta Office immediately after arrival ashore.

13. DISCILINE (Make specific reference to appropriate Regulation or state the following :)
13.1   Per US SAILING Regulation 5.03 no contestant shall use, either on or off the water, during any US SAILING Junior Championship event: marijuana or any other controlled substance (as defined in 21 U.S. Code 802) the possession of which is unlawful under 21 U.S. Code 841, or alcoholic beverages (distilled spirits, wine and beer, each as defined in chapter 51 of the U.S: IRC Code and intended for beverage use). This regulation is in effect from date and time of arrival through date and time of departure from the locale. The penalty shall be that the contestant after a proper hearing, be immediately removed from the regatta venue and, where practical, sent home.

13.2   All competitors are expected to maintain the highest level of conduct throughout the entire event. When the Protest Committee, from its own observation or a report received from any source believes that a competitor may have committed a breach of a rule, good manners, or sportsmanship, or may have brought the sport into disrepute, it may call a hearing. After a proper hearing the penalty may range from a reprimand to dismissal from the regatta and additional action may be taken under RRS 69.

13.3   Hearings will be held generally in accordance with the recommendations of Appendix M5 of the RRS. The officers for hearing a violation will consist of the Chief Judge, acting as chairman of the hearing, the Protest Committee and the Chairman of the________________ Championship Committee or his or her designee in the event he or she is not present. The regatta chair shall serve ex officio as a nonvoting member of the panel and will have an open right to express his or her views during the course of the hearing process.

14.  PRIZES AT NATIONAL EVENT
14.1 The winning team shall receive the EVENT Trophy, which they shall hold ______at which time they are responsible for returning the trophy to the upcoming event host club.

14.1 The EVENT Trophy will be awarded to the skipper or crew who CRITERIA. The winner of this trophy shall hold ______at which time they are responsible for returning the trophy to the current year’s host club for the upcoming year.

14.1 The EVENT Trophy will be awarded to the skipper or crew who CRITERIA. The winner of this trophy shall hold ____at which time they are responsible for returning the trophy to the current year’s host club

(Each trophy name and the criteria for award should be inserted in 14 as appropriate. Winners should sign an acknowledgement of receipt of the trophy and their understanding and willingness to  have the trophy engraved and to return the trophy to the upcoming event host club before the event as specified)There are numerous ways to say the winner must have the trophy engraved and ship it to the host club for next year’s event.  Suggested language includes: 

· until 30 days prior to the following year’s championship event 

· until the event organizer requests its return 

· as directed on the Trophy Acceptance Form

14.2 Winners are obligated to sign an acknowledgement of receipt and understanding stating their responsibility to have the trophy appropriately engraved and shipped to the event host club before the next year's championship event.US SAILING medals will be awarded to the skippers and crews finishing in the top three positions.
